2. Finely chop scallion whites and place in a small bowl (chop and reserve greens for garnish). 
Add garlic, hoisin sauce, soy sauce, sesame oil, sesame seeds, honey and mirin and stir to com-
bine.

3. Pat salmon dry and sprinkle with salt. Heat canola (or grapeseed) oil in a large ovenproof skillet 
over medium-high heat. Add the salmon, skin-side up, and cook until the underside is browned 
and releases easily from the pan, 3 to 4 minutes. Flip the salmon and spoon the sauce over the 
top.
